Team came on board by reading the book “Fusion” and making additional 
copies available for people to read. (Interested in reading “Fusion”? Let 
me know.) 
 
On September 13th we began using the process presented in “Fusion”. 
Every week we will have cards to fill out and be given the opportunity to 
make a commitment to the church and to God. Visitors to Good 
Shepherd are a gift from God. They are looking for something in their life 
and God has brought them to us for fellowship and to heal their spirit. Our 
first time visitors will be able to pick up a copy of Andy Stanley’s book 
“How Good Is Good Enough?” 
 
Change in our routine is not easy. And yet God is calling us to change. 
All throughout Biblical history, God has moved his children toward 
change – a change of heart, a change of location, a change of worship. 
And just like in history not everyone will be on board and the results do 
not come overnight. I have been told it can take up to 10 years for a 
church to change from being stagnant or in a decline to one that has 
seen and continues to see growth. 
 
I don’t know of a single person in this congregation who does not want 
people brought to Christ. I also can’t think of anybody who wants this 
church to die off. You may have difficulty with the methods that are being 
used but please support those who are trying to make a difference. This 
is God’s call to set aside our selfish ways and work to make the Kingdom 
happen. 
 
Please pray for this church and for those God wants us to reach. Search 
your heart to see how you can become a part of this blessed 
transformation.
