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   After worship on 
Sunday, January 3rd 
empty SOUP bowls will 
be distributed.  They will 
also be available 
throughout the month on 
the table in the narthex.  
Please place this SOUP bowl in a prominent 
place, so at the end of each day you will see it 
and be reminded to save your coins.  You are 
asked to put all the change you have accumulated 
during the course of the day into the SOUP bowl.  
On SOUPer (Super) Bowl Sunday, February 7th, 
return the SOUP bowls full of change to the 
church.  All of the money will go to the kickoff for 
the UMM’s annual collection for the St. Andrew’s 
Society Potato Project. 
   To celebrate our SOUPer Bowl collection we will 
have a SOUPer gathering on Sunday, February 
7th after worship.  We will have a potluck, with the 
meal beginning after the worship service.  You are 
asked to bring a dish to share.  Beverages and 
table service will be provided. 
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In its wisdom, the early church chose to keep four 
Gospel accounts of the life, ministry, death, and 
resurrection of Jesus. Three of these Gospels are 
very similar to each other in both what they tell 
about the story of Jesus and how they tell it. 
However, the Gospel of John stands apart. In it, 
we find Jesus speaking not in parables but in 
lengthy discourses. We overhear Jesus talking 
with Nicodemus, a Samaritan woman, and Mary 
Magdalene. We marvel at Jesus turning water into 
wine, calling Lazarus from the tomb, and washing 
his disciple’s feet. We linger over Jesus’ great 
promises: “For God so loved the world….” “I am 
the bread of life….” “I am the resurrection….” 
“Peace I leave with you….” In the very first 
chapter of John’s Gospel, Jesus issues two 
invitations: “Come and see,” and “Follow me.” 
they echo the invitations of this study: to come 
see this Jesus—to hear him speak, to see his 
signs—and to consider anew what it means to be 
his followers. 
 
This study will be led by Pastor Kathy in the youth 
room on Monday evenings from 6 - 7 or7:30 pm. It 
will begin on January 4th. If you haven’t already 
signed up for the class, please let her know as 
soon as possible. Please read John, chapters 1 
and 2 before the first class. 
 

Everyone is invited  
      to create your own SOUP bowl.   
On Saturday January 16th at 10 
a.m., in our Fellowship Hall, we 
will have a pottery painting 
party.  An instructor from 
Creatopia Pottery Shop in 
Plymouth will bring all the 
supplies needed to make a
