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Hospitality  – the act or practice of kindness and friendliness 
towards others; not adverse; favoring health, growth and comfort of 
new arrivals; receptive or open, as to new ideas. 
 
I have been thinking about hospitality and how we always stress it 
when speaking about guests of the church yet we sometimes 
forget about it when dealing with one another. In Romans 16:1-2, 
Paul writes: 

1I commend to you our sister Phoebe, a deacon of the 
church at Cenchreae, 2so that you may welcome her in the 
Lord as is fitting for the saints, and help her in whatever she 
may require from you, for she has been a benefactor of 
many and of myself as well. 
 

I wonder if we treat one another “as is fitting for the saints”? Do 
we show each other respect? If we are having difficulty with 
what someone has done or said, do we speak gently to them in 
private? We smile for our guests on Sunday mornings but how 
do we respond to all those who come to the church any other 
time? 
 
Another problem we have is talking about something or 
someone and not being aware of our surroundings. Our voices 
carry and many times those who are in the same area hear our 
discontent. We have been given the commandment to “love 
one another”.  We are to let the light of Christ shine through us. 
 
During this Lenten time of reflection, think back on how you 
have treated or spoken to someone. It may have been a family 
member, a church person or a stranger. If you have not treated 
them as a saint, offer it up to God, ask for forgiveness, and 
strive to not repeat it. Use these days of Lent to clean out the 
bad habits and reestablish good ones.

There are numerous times when each of us 
needs the care of another person. Stephen Care 
givers are trained to provide that care. They are 
fellow Christians who want to provide help when 
someone needs it. Care givers are trained in 
helpful skills and a Biblical approach to Christian 
care. If you are interested talk with Jim or Jean 
Mackey or Pastor Kathy. 
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Did you know experts say Church Greeters can 
prompt visitors to return – or not? Greeters create 
a connection, especially for first-time visitors and 
shy newcomers. Studies show that most visitors 
decide whether they will be back long before the 
Pastor begins to preach! Not only spiritual issues 
affect people but also relational ones. 
 

The goal of our “Greeter 
Ministry” here at Good 
Shepherd Church is simple 
and direct. To make all 
people fell welcomed, 
respected and comfortable.  
Our Greeters are the friendly, 
smiling faces and welcoming 
ambassadors that visitors 
long to find as they enter the 
church. 

 

Simple acts of kindness say a lot about our 
church and communicates that we are willing to 
serve others and share the grace and love of 
Jesus Christ.  1 Peter 4:9-11 NIV says: “Offer 
hospitality to one another without grumbling. Each 
one should use whatever gift he has received to 
serve others, faithfully administering God’s grace 
in its various forms. If anyone speaks, he should 
do it with the strength God provides, so that in all 
things God may be praised through Jesus Christ.” 
Here are some helpful tips and suggestions 
for Greeters:- 
·  Pray - Ask God to help you greet everyone 

and all who visit here may discover Him. 
·  Be present in the narthex 15-20 minutes 

before the service. 
·  Put on your Nametag and a big SMILE. 
·  Greet Everyone with Eye Contact and by 

Name if you have met them before – and the 
children too! 

·  Welcoming Handshakes are typical, but be 
sensitive to the closed posture of some. 

·  Depending on the pace of people entering, 
you might say, “How are you doing? – So glad 
to have you with us!” or, “Welcome … it is nice 
to see you again!”, etc. 

·  Look for people you do not recognize and 
offer your name and ask for theirs (it is very 
helpful to try to remember names). 

·  Consider introducing yourself along the lines 
of, “I don’t think we’ve met. I’m_____”. 

·  Offer visitors a Welcome Information Packet 
and answer any basic questions. 

·  Show people to the restrooms, coat racks, 
classrooms, childcare, coffee hour – 
remember escorting them is always the best 
practice. 

·  Introduce visitors to others following the 
service or during the fellowship time 

·  Help make Good Shepherd Church a 
welcoming place for all of God’s people!

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Our new plantings by the Fellowship Hall entrance 
look great!  We need to give a big THANK YOU to 
Jan Poush for selecting and making 
arrangements for their installation last fall.  Our 
original goals for the church gardens are now 
completed.  Jan is also the one who has 
seasonally planted and maintained the lovely pots 
at the Monroe/Mason Streets and lobby entrances 
of the church for a number of years. 
 

Now we look forward to the 2010 Gardening 
Season--our calendars are telling us March 20th 
is the Vernal Equinox.  That means we might want 
to begin thinking about gardening and the “spring 
clean up” that is a part of it. 
 

We are looking for people

On Sunday March 28th after our 
worship service we will arrange production lines in 
Fellowship Hall and put lunches together for this 
program. 
   

We are in need of items to be 
purchased as well as people to 
make sandwiches or put the 
lunches together.  Cash donations 
may be made toward the purchase 
of items not donated.  Note

envelope or on the memo line of 
your check.  Please indicate on the sign-
up sheet on the table outside the chapel what 
item and how many you would like to donate so 
we know what needs to be purchased. 
 

A volunteer is needed, ideally with a van or truck, 
to take the lunches down to Central U. M. on 
Monday morning between 9 and 9:30 a.m.  The 
boxes of lunches will be loaded into your vehicle 
on Sunday after production is completed.  The 
sacks of sandwiches (not very heavy) will need to  
be picked up Monday morning from the church 
refrigerator.  You do not have to unload at Central 

- they will do it all.  The church is located on the 
corner of Woodward and Adams, right next to 
Comerica Park.  If this is something you are able 
to do please contact Pam Post. 
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Our troops deployed to Iraq and Afghanistan don’t 
necessarily have the ability to purchase greeting 
cards to send back to their families for holidays or 
just to say they care.  Papercrafters try to fill that 
void by sending cards to units for distribution to 
our military members. 
 

On March 13 from 10 AM – 2 PM, we will be in 
the Fellowship Hall contributing our time and 
creativity to make Mother’s Day cards for mailing 
to overseas units.  Come for as much time as you 
would like to share.  We will have a soup lunch for 
those who would like to stay for the entire time.
