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As I look at the congregation, the programs and outreach we have 
in place, I see people who care for others. I see some people who 
have been given the gift of compassion. Many have been given the 
gift of service. Others the gift of music. There are those who are 
teachers and leaders and a few who are the prayer warriors of the 
church. There are other gifts (creativity, hospitality, etc.) that are 
present but what I really notice is that Good Shepherd is a faith-
filled community. 
 
Back in the late 70’s and early 80’s this group came together to 
craft a mission statement for the church. Many of us are familiar 
with that process and back then everyone tried to get as much into 
that statement as possible. The problem that arose was that people

long statements. So in the late 90’s and early 2000’s, people went 
back to the drawing boards and sought out ways to fine-tune the 
mission statements so every employee or member could commit it 
to memory. 
 
We are now 10 years past that point and it is time for Good 
Shepherd to have a mission statement that we can remember and 
use as a guide for all that we do. I have looked at our statement 
and believe that the Proclaim, Invite, Grow and Share are how we 
serve the needs of the community and the world. I am suggesting 
that the mission statement be the line on serving: With Christ as 
our guide, we strive to live out our faith by serving the spiritual and 
physical needs of our community and the world.

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Each year at annual conference, a special offering 
is taken to go towards a mission or outreach 
project as determined by the conference Board of 
Global Ministries.  
  

For Christians, a covenant is seen as an 
instrument by which we are bound to God and to 
each other. We are called to maintain our 
covenants, as the covenant of God is maintained 
with us. As the Detroit Annual Conference of The 
United Methodist Church, our covenants with the 
Methodist Church of Haiti and with The United 
Methodist Church of Liberia call us to support 
each other with our prayers, our presences, and 
our continuing financial support.  
  

The Detroit Conference and 
other conferences across the 
nation provide a hot lunch for 
nearly 20,000 children 
attending Methodist-supported 
schools in Haiti. For many, this 
is their only food for the entire 
day. Lunch costs continue to 
rise due to the cost of rice, transportation, and 
charcoal for the cooking fires. An average cost is 
now 50 cents (U.S.) each. Children attend school 
180 days. 
  

As a conference, we also have a covenant with 
The United Methodist Church of Liberia. One 
major focus of support over the years has been 
the Bishop Judith Craig Children’s Home. This 
institution provides a safe and nurturing haven for 
children who have been orphaned by war, 
abandonment, death of parents due to HIV/AIDS, 
or extreme economic difficulties.  
  
Good Shepherd’s  Covenant Mission Offering  
will be collected the first 2 Sundays in May. 
Prayerfully support the children of our covenant 
partners who have been greatly affected by war, 
conflict, and disasters and the poverty that those 
produce. 

�
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The Conference Board of Global Ministries has 
decided to not fill a container with medical and 
UMCOR kits to be sent to Liberia at the 2010 
annual conference, according to the Rev. Margie 
Crawford, chair of the board's Hunger/UMCOR 
Committee. Instead, the board will be using the 
annual conference session as an opportunity to 
raise funds to purchase a much needed delivery 
truck for use by the Liberia Annual Conference.  
  
The Liberia Task Force and the conference Board 
of Global Ministries recently met with Bishop John 
Innis of the Liberia Annual Conference to discuss 
the Detroit Conference's covenantal relationship 
with Liberia. Conditions have improved 
dramatically since 1998, when the relationship 
was created, and the needs of the people of 
Liberia have changed during that time as well. In 
addition, as the government has become more 
stabilized, the United Methodist Church of Liberia 
is experiencing more and more red tape involved 
with the amount of funds needed to receive 
container shipments.  
  
"In seeking new directions for how we may help 
our covenant partner, we are hoping to raise 
funds to help with the purchase of a truck for 
Liberia," Crawford said. "At our meeting, Bishop 
Innis spoke of how difficult it is to convey 
materials from the capital of Monrovia to many of 
the churches, especially those in more distant 
districts. A truck for the conference will help 
tremendously to deliver materials and supplies to 
the districts. We are asking each church in the 
Detroit Annual Conference to prayerfully consider 
how much they can give toward bridging the 
distance between Monrovia and the churches 
served by the Liberia Conference."

Celebrating motherhood is a historical tradition 
dating back almost as far as mothers themselves. 
A number of ancient cultures paid tribute to 
mothers as goddesses, including the ancient 
Greeks, who celebrated Rhea, the mother of all 
gods. The ancient Romans also honored their 
mother goddess, Cybele, in a notoriously rowdy 
springtime celebration and the Celtic Pagans 
marked the coming of spring with a fertility 
celebration linking their goddess Brigid together 
with the first milk of the ewes. 
 

During the 17th century, those living on the British 
Isles initiated a religious celebration of 
motherhood, called Mothering Sunday, which was 
held on the forth Sunday during the Lenten 
season. This holiday featured the reunification of 
mothers and their children, separated when 
working class families had to send off their young 
children to be employed as house servants. On 
Mothering Sunday, the child servants were 
allowed to return home for the day to visit with 
their parents. The holiday's 
popularity faded in the 19th 
century, only to be 
reincarnated during World War 
II when U.S. servicemen 
reintroduced the sentimental 
(and commercial) aspects of 
the celebration American 
counterpart.� 
 

In the United States, Mother’s Day experienced a 
series of false starts before eventually 
transitioning into the "Hallmark" holiday that we 
celebrate today. In 1858, Anna Reeves Jarvis was 
the first woman to hold an official celebration of 
mothers, when in her home state of West Virginia, 
she instituted Mothers' Work Day to raise 
awareness about local sanitation issues. During 
the Civil War, she expanded the scope of 
Mothers' Work Day to include sanitary conditions 
on both sides of the battlefield.  
 

Meanwhile Julia Ward Howe, author of the "Battle 
Hymn of the Republic," attempted to institute a 
national celebration of mothers that honored 
women's inclinations toward peace (rather than 
cleanliness). In 1872, she initiated and promoted 
a Mother's Day for Peace, to be held on June 2, 
which was celebrated the following year by 
women in 18 cities across America. The holiday 
continued to be honored by Bostonian women for 
another decade, but eventually phased out after 
Howe stopped underwriting the cost of the 
celebrations.                       (Continued on cover)

Then in 1905, Anna Reeves Jarvis passed away and her daughter, Anna Jarvis, took up her mother's torch. 
Anna swore on her mother's gravesite that she would realize her lifelong dream of creating a national day to 
honor mothers. In 1907, Anna launched her campaign by handing out white carnations to congregants at 
her mother's church in Grafton, West Virginia. In 1908, her mother's church acquiesced to Anna's request to 
hold a special Sunday service in honor of mothers - a tradition that spread the very next year to churches in 
46 states. In 1909, Anna left her job and dedicated herself to a full-time letter-writing campaign, imploring 
politicians, clergymen and civic leaders to institute a national day for mothers.  
 

In 1912, Jarvis' efforts met with success: Her home state of West Virginia adopted an official Mother's Day; 
two years later, the U.S. Congress passed a Joint Resolution, signed by President Wilson, establishing a 
national Mother's Day emphasizing the role of women in their families - and not, like Julia Ward Howe's 
campaign, in the public arena. Ever since, Mother's Day has been celebrated by Americans on the second 
Sunday in May. 
 

Perhaps the country's greatest proponent of motherhood, Anna Jarvis ironically never had children of her 
own. Yet that didn't stop her from making the celebration of Mother's Day her lifelong mission. In fact, as the 
holiday took on a life of its own, Jarvis expressed frequent dismay over its growing commercialization. "I 
wanted it to be a day of sentiment, not profit," she is quoted as saying.
