It has been a pleasure (and most of the time fun!) 
to lead our small choir in the power of song.  I get 
a newsletter in my periodic music sampler and 
enjoy the articles that the editor includes.  Almost 
a year ago, I particularly found his editorial on the 
true power of music in our lives very moving.  I’ve 
included a portion of that here: 
 

“I’m always amazed at the power of music. I 
was relating this to person with a family 
member with Alzheimer's. At the facility 
where this family member now lives out his 
days, my friend told me there was a lady 
there who had been the pianist at her 
church her entire life until the onset of 
Alzheimer's. She no longer knows who she 
is or recognizes her family. She has trouble 
functioning with the most basic things of life, 
yet she can sit down at the piano and play 
hymns flawlessly, one after the other. And if 
that isn't astounding enough, this next part 
really floors me. As she plays hymns and 
songs of the church, other patients living at 
the center, many in the same or even worse 
mental condition than she, begin to gather 
around and SING. They can't carry on a 
conversation. Can't remember their names. 
Don't know their family members. Can't 
recall their past, can't recall what happened 
2 minutes ago. But they can sing the hymns 
of their childhood and the songs of their 
faith. What a powerful connection music 
must make with the soul -- more powerful 
than we can ever imagine  -- Dale Mathews” 
 

He continues by reminding us “next time you and 
your choir” (and congregation) “get up to sing a 
song, please don't take it lightly. Don't 
underestimate the power of that song on the life of 
the listener, not only in that moment, but perhaps 
years later, in the midst of a personal darkness 
that the rest of us can't begin to imagine, when 
the power of a song cuts through. Think about it.”  
I’m glad I can share those songs with you!

Sunday, June 27th, at our regular Worship 

time of 10:30 am, we will be worshiping 
in the park at Ford Field, at the north 
end of Monroe Street. We will be in the 
small pavilion, with restroom facilities 
nearby. 
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Consent calendar approvals: 

The approval and setting of the pension benefit 
and apportionment rates for 2011;  

An encouragement to all local churches in the 
conference to participate in a CROP Walk during 
the 2010-11 year;  

The setting of a goal of $1.75 per member for the 
2010-2011 One Great Hour of Sharing Special 
Sunday offering;  

A call for the conference to persuade Heifer 
Project International to include Liberia in its list of 
recipient countries; and  

The 2011 Minimum Base Compensation Schedule 
for clergy.  

Other items that were approved: 

A call for the conference to support the improvement 
of education and the reduction of poverty in 
Michigan;  

Required all church offices in the conference to have 
high-speed internet;  

Called the conference secretary to make contact 
with the mayors and county executives in Michigan 
to request that they formally apply to Michigan 
Governor Jennifer Granholm to proclaim a state of 
emergency in Michigan and implement a two-year 
moratorium on foreclosures, evictions, and utility 
shut-offs in the state; 

It was voted to reduce the number of districts in the 
conference to six, effective no later than July 1, 
2011;  

Give support to the changing Michigan's Ethnic 
Intimidation Act to extend overdue protections to 
people such as lesbian, gays, bisexual and 
transgendered persons who are victims of hate 
crimes and discrimination; 

Instruct every agency presenting a verbal or written 
report to the annual conference session must 
include their strategy to help make disciples of 
Jesus Christ for the transformation of the world as 
their first item of business;  

Adopted its financial policies for 2010-11;  

Call the Program Committee to conduct a review of 
other annual conferences to determine with most 
effective format for the annual conference session 
and the best stewardship of time for its lay and 
clergy members;  

Advocate for a better policy for the presence of U.S. 
and NATO in Afghanistan;  

Petition the General Board of Pension and Health 
Benefits to divest itself of funds that it has invested 
in corporations whose businesses and products are 
supporting the Israeli occupation of Palestinian land;  

Encouraged churches of the conference to become 
a Peace With Justice Covenant Congregation 

Invite the churches of the conference to become a 
“Bread for the World” Covenant Congregation to 
help end hunger;  

 The conference finished its legislative calendar, 
taking action on two items. The first item, a 
resolution dealing with congregations that identify 
themselves as part of the Reconciling, 
Transforming, or Confessing Movements, was 
referred to the conference Board of Church and 
Society.  

The final legislative item was a resolution affirming 
the ministry of the Michigan Christian Advocate 
(www.mcadvocate.org), a magazine that covers the 
Michigan Area, and asked all churches to promote 
and encourage subscriptions to the publication.  
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In order to be good stewards of our resources, we are implementing some new methods of spreading 

information to one and all! Obviously, the biggest one is already in effect: the Fold 
Newsletter is on our website (www.dearborngsumc.org)! In addition to that, we are 
making some changes in what has been known as our phone-fan-out! A few weeks 
ago, those in attendance at worship were invited to designate how they wished to be 

contacted in event of a need for prayer, or a death in our church family. The options are 
telephone call, e-mail message, or text message!  

 
Now we are asking all of you to make sure that we are able to reach you with important 
information. If you would like to continue to be called, please call the church and leave a 
message (313-278-4350). If you would like to receive an e-mail message, please e-mail 
the church (gshepherdumc@att.net) using “Fan-Out” in the subject line! If you would like to 
receive a text message on your cell phone, please call or e-mail the church and let us
