Our giving not only enables a pastor and church to operate in a remote
village, teaching the word of God, it may also provide other benefits to a
village that are unforeseen. A Liberian church is a focal point for its
community providing a role similar to that of churches in small
communities during early America. Many village churches double as
schools, as well.

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Congratulations and thanks to everyone! In

spite of falling markets, declining interest rates,
and tighter family budgets, the Good Shepherd
Family was able to close the 2009 year out in the
black with a $2152 balance in the general
operating fund. Not as good as 2008, but
definitely not in the red and with all
apportionments paid in full.

In summary, the total income from contributions,
fund raisers, interest, rent and endowment was
$159,977 while the total expenses ran $157,825.

So as you clean your

you really don't wuse

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As we hit the end of May, we have good but
mixed news! Giving for the first five months is
down approximately 17% over the same period
last year. Also, the state of the economy and
markets has had a negative impact of
approximately 10% on our level of earnings this
year over the same period last year. On the other
side of the coin, we have seen an 11% decrease
in expenses over last year. In total, this results in
an over-all general fund balance that is $2,816
better than at this time last year . This is a 15%
decrease over last year's midterm deficit (where a
deficit is normal for this time of year).

With the new focus in our church on “servant
evangelism” and the increase in “food pantry”
activity, the need to have these two items as
separate accounting line items is apparent. All
designated donations and expenditures for
“servant evangelism” or for the “food pantry” will
now be tracked as separate entities.

Staff Parish Committee is working on filling the
position of Church Accompanist. Jack Charlefour
has graciously agreed to play during the interim.
If you know of possible candidates or leads for
this position, please contact Irene Addison or any
of the SPR members.

Thanks to those helping to continue and
complete trustees projects: The trustees
committee continues to struggle to complete the
needed maintenance, up-keep and improvement
items that Good Shepherd Church had become
accustomed to seeing as “automatic” under the
leadership of Harry Peck. We are still in need of
gualified individuals to participate as committee
members and we are especially in need of a
Trustees Chairperson. Anyone interested in
joining us please contact Pastor Kathy or Gary
Poush. In the mean time, volunteers are needed
to take the lead on any of the items below.

On-Going Projects

Fellowship Hall freshening has begun! Walls
have been painted, baseboards replaced, and
plans for window treatments are being made.

Other ideas in the planning stages will be
reported when solidified.

Molnar Roofing has reported during inspections
and repairs that the fellowship hall roof is in need
of replacement. Costs are being reviewed.

Upon boiler shut down, it was reported by
Supreme Heating that the old boiler has seen the
better part of its life and could become a
replacement problem at anytime. Quotes and
estimates have not been requested yet.

Possible water leakage at worship center's
Monroe Street wall needs investigation. This will
require an evaluation by both roofing and
masonry contractors.

Building Restoration

Some of the continuing and up-coming needs for
building renovation are:

--Lounge window replacements are pending.
--Glass block windows for the balance of the
Education Building and Worship Center Building
lower levels are pending.

--Sanctuary plaster repairs and painting
--Replacement of bell tower louvers

--Parking lot replacement has been completed.
Funding is pending for the current balance of -
$22,562.

As of January 1%, the building renovation fund
balance was -$26,337 and through continuing
contributions to the building renovation fund, the
balance has been reduced to -$22,562 as of the
end of May. Contributions are greatly appreciated
to support this and other building restoration
projects! Thank you.
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Thanks to all who participated in the Outreach Survey in June! We had 22

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responses and it confirmed that Good Shepherd is a very caring and concerned
congregation committed to serving the spiritual and physical needs of our 33 4
community and the world.

The
June 2010 Detroit Annual Conference edition of the
United Methodist Reporter, contains a startling
fact—the Detroit conference membership has fallen
from 186,851 in 1970 to 94,679 in 2009.

NEARLY HALF IN 39 YEARS!

Although non-denominational churches have seen
an increase in membership during that time there
are still far too many people in our community who
need an active relationship with God. We must
serve those spiritual needs...but going out and
preaching the word of God does not come naturally
to us. So, we are seeking other ways to spread
God’s love in a practical way.

This is not a short term effort to serve the spiritual
needs of our community...we must continue to
leave the building and spread God’s love!

Survey Results

The 22 respondents confirmed that our June efforts
are heading in the right direction.

Two-thirds like the idea of water giveaways
Over 80% support a food giveaway of some
type

Half are interested in a free car wash
Two-thirds identified a free meal as a possibility

Now there is no perfect way to reach people. But
this survey confirmed that there is support to try a
variety of ways to touch people and spread God's
love. There were many additional ideas provided
as comments that will be incorporated into future
planning.
