Stress. Anxiety. Fear. These words capture well the state of mind 
of many of us in America today. We have witnessed dramatic market 
losses, the collapse of the world’s largest insurance company, and many 
bankruptcies and mergers. Every day seems to bring another piece of 
economic uncertainty.  

A recent survey found that over three in four Americans are 
stressed about the economy and their personal finances. Half were 
worried about providing for their family’s basic needs. Over half of 
respondents reported feeling angry and irritable, and reported lying 
awake at night worried about this. The report concludes that, “The 
declining state of the nation’s economy is taking a physical and emotional 
toll on people nationwide.”1    

Join us in worship during October for a sermon series entitled 
Enough: Discovering Joy Through Simplicity and Generosity. Our nation 
is experiencing what many have described as the “American Nightmare.” 
Increasing consumer debt, declines in savings, lower income growth, and 
a volatile stock market are all a part of our economic insecurity. We have 
lived in a society that tells us “you deserve it now,” whether or not we can 
afford it or really even need it.  

All of us have struggled with these issues at one time or another. 
They are important issues that we cannot ignore. This is why we will be 
having a church-wide study and worship emphasis called Enough: 
Discovering Joy Through Simplicity and Generosity. During this time we 
will explore what the Bible teaches us about financial management 
through corporate worship and small group study (for details about small-
group study opportunities, visit www.dearborngsumc.org). We’ll hear 
expert advice and stories about what others have learned by working 
through financial challenges. Each week we will provide you with some 
practical tools you can use to assess your financial situation and develop 
a financial plan with a biblical foundation.  

At the conclusion of the emphasis, we will have the opportunity to 
make personal commitments of our offerings to God through our church 
in the coming year. We will consecrate these commitments in the worship 
service on Sunday, November 7th. 

I hope you will join us as we look at how we can manage our 
financial resources and truly experience simplicity, generosity, and joy.

Their innovative and cost effective methods 
enable them to provide food to the hungry for just 
pennies per serving! That means that for under 
$100, the Society of St. Andrew can provide a 
person the USDA recommended requirement of 
vegetables and fruits for an entire year. 
 

The Society of St. Andrew adheres to Christian 
principles of good stewardship. Therefore, more 
than 90% of all funds raised by the Society of St. 
Andrew are spent on the direct delivery of food 
and services to the hungry. 
 

OUR FOOD PANTRY has been well utilized. The 
amount of people (adults and children) we have 
helped has grown significantly over the years. 
Where in 2007 we helped 55 people, in 2009 we 
gave food, toiletries and household supplies to 
194 people. Already in 2010 we have helped 101 
people put a meal on the table. To see what is 
needed on our shelves please look at the Food 
Pantry article in this (and future) newsletters.

In the hallway a patient 
thanks the pharmacist for explaining how to take a 
new medication and in the room next to me, an 
outreach worker is ecstatic about enrolling 4 more 
women into a breast and cervical cancer 
prevention program. 
 

I am pleased to share the gratitude expressed by 
our patients, staff and volunteers by thanking you 
for your 2009 Detroit District Ministry Jubilee 
donation of $283.00 to Joy-Southfield Community 
Development Corporation. 
 

Good Shepherd UMC’s contribution will enable 
the Juanita Reaves free Clinic to repeat the scene 
that I witnessed that Tuesday evening one 
hundred fold. In 2009 the clinic provided over 
3,800 free primary care visits, dispensed over 
5,500 prescription medications and administered 
over 900 diagnostic laboratory tests. Another 300 
persons availed themselves of preventive health 
and wellness education. We are seeing increased 
evidence that our neighbors are avoiding 
preventable hospitalizations, enjoying improved 
health and experiencing a more positive sense of 
physical well being – the way God intended it to 
be. 
 

We expect that 2010 will bring additional 
challenges to positive health and well being for 
many families in this community, but the good 
news is that thanks to your faith and generosity, 
our staff and over 100 volunteer providers will 
return to work, offering medical services to 
thousands of deserving, underinsured families in 
this community.
